God is working—more and more people are catching the vision! Our president Russ Sharrock and his wife Alice had a
wonderful time teaching nearly 400 young children about Missions at Camp Lela, a local Christian camp, for three
weeks. The ones who paid attention received a shiny Indian rupee for each answer they gave—we had lots of eager
participation and interesting questions! One young lady came up to us and said she felt God was calling her to be a mis-
sionary, so the next generation is being raised up now. Russ and Alice also had the privilege of speaking to several new
churches about what God is doing among the Dalit (Untouchables) in India. Peoples’ eyes and hearts are being opened
to the realities of life in India. We are praying that the vision will continue to spread.

We are so excited about the newest development in the life of AIM: Next January 29" we will be taking our first

Mission Team to India to teach a week of Bible school for the orphanage children, as well as others from the surrounding
villages. Several people joined the Mission Team as a result of AIM’s presentations at area churches. A Mission Trip is
a wonderful opportunity for the Team to see the work being done there, and to have the chance to get to know a friendly
and gracious people in their own culture.

The cost is $1600 per per-
son round trip. We are categorizing this trip as semi-primitive. There are two more spaces available so begin praying
about it now.
